Comfort Food for Quilting Day
The cold days of  mid-winter just beg for comfort food and who doesn’t love

comfort food?  The smell of  something in the oven pulls everyone into the kitchen,
inviting them to share the happenings of  their day.  This recipe is one of  my
family’s favorites and a sure-fire way to get everyone to the table.  It can be made
in a large lasagna pan or split into two 11” x 8” baking dishes. Try it with sour
cream on the side and a nice green salad - your family will love it, too.

Mexican Lasagna
2 lbs. ground beef, or shredded & cooked chicken, beef  or pork
1 large onion, diced
4 cloves garlic, minced
1 small can sliced black olives, drained
1 small can diced green chiles
1 (10 oz.) can Rotel or diced tomatoes
1 (16 oz.) jar taco sauce
2 cans black beans, drained & rinsed
12 (10 inch) flour tortillas
16 oz. shredded Colby Jack cheese

Brown ground beef  until just slightly pink, add onions and garlic and continue
to cook about 5 minutes.  If  using cooked shredded chicken, beef  or pork, sauté
onions and garlic in a little butter for about 5 minutes before adding the meat.
Drain any excess fat.  Add olives, chiles, Rotel or tomatoes, taco sauce and beans.
Mix well and simmer 10-15 minutes.  Spray 1 large lasagna pan or (2) 11” x 8”
baking dishes with Pam.  Layer a small amount of  the meat mixture on the bottom
of  the pan(s).  Put a layer of  tortillas, then more meat, then cheese.  Repeat twice,
ending with cheese.  If  making 2 dishes, freeze before baking (and thaw before
cooking).  Bake 30 minutes (or until bubbly) at 350°.
